Background Note 
Over the years, Higher Education in Jammu and Kashmir has 
gone through a phase of unprecedented expansion in terms of a 
huge enrollment, and exponential increase in the number of 
institutions thereof. At present we have around two hundred 
undergraduate and post graduate government colleges, more 
than two hundred private teacher training institutions, eleven 
Universities, one NIT, one IIT, and one IIM.

The present globalized era has necessitated the 

inculcation of competitive spirit in all aspects of life which can 

be achieved by introducing highest standards in every aspect of 

education in general and higher education in particular. 

Therefore, the quality of higher education has become a major 

concern today. Needs and expectations of society are changing 

very fast and the quality of higher education needs to be 



 

 

sustained at the desired level to meet the contemporary 

challenges. The quality of higher education rests on the quality 

of all its facets, be it faculty, students, or infrastructure. As such, 

all policies, systems and processes should be clearly directed 

towards attaining an overall improvement and development in 

the quality of education. So it is imperative that this topic be 

deliberated upon in the context of contemporary J&K Higher 

Education vis-a-vis globalized trends.
